Recommend hollow bearing logs be
retained and moved outside of construction footprint for future utilisation by fauna.

5.08Ha of Leptorhynchos orientalis habitat to be removed.

5.08Ha of Silky Swainson-pea (Swainsona sericea) habitat to be removed.
