NSW-Eastern Section update

We are in the final stages of preparing our Environmental Impact Statement
(EIS) for the NSW-Eastern Section of EnergyConnect.

Our intention is to lodge the EIS with the Department of Planning, Industry
and Environment (DPIE) in early 2022. DPIE will then place the EIS on
public exhibition for a minimum of four weeks.

We encourage all community members, stakeholders and government
agencies to have their say by making a submission. Community information
sessions will be held during the public exhibition period. These sessions will

be advertised on our website, via social media and in local newspapers
across the project area.
